Parade application deadline is
Wed. June 29, 2011- NO LATE ENTRIES

PRE-REGESTRATION AND PAYMENT IS REQUIRED FOR ENTRANCE IN THE PARADE

Read and initial each statement

All parade applications are subject to acceptance by the parade committee. Non Patriotic entries
will NOT be excepted in the parade

All parade entries must be in line by 8:00 am on parade day
All automobiles must be driven by a licensed vehicle operator
All floats must have a fire extinguisher

Vehicles over 20 years old must have a fire extinguisher

Horse groups are required to provide at least one person to pick up droppings in the staging area
and along the parade route. The staging area must be kept clean at all times.

Handing out candy or objects to the crowd from a moving vehicle is ABSOLUTELY
PROHIBITED. Candy may be handed out by walkers Only; violators of this will NOT be asked
back to the parade and will be evicted from the parade immediately.

Parade participants are expected to conduct themselves in a courteous manner.

ALL parade participants MUST pick up parade numbers prior to line upon or before 8am July 4™,

No alcoholic beverages are allowed on any parade entry at any time before or during the parade.

All entries will show displays of patriotism, No commercial vehicles without this will be
allowed!!!

LINE UP:

Lineup will be open at 7:00 am. All entrants need to arrive between 7:00am-8:00am

PARADE LINE UP NUMBERS

Parade line up numbers can be picked up the day of the parade upon entering the
parade staging area at Crater High School. Numbers will be available at Pfaff Park
Friday July 1,11-2pm

STAGING AREAS:

Horses will line up on the North side of Crater High School on Hazel Street. You will
pick up your entry number at that location. The best way to enter this area is from HWY
99 into Crater High School. This will bring you right down to the staging area. Please
remember if your horses leave droppings in the staging area, you must pick it up.

GROUPS WITH MORE THAN 2 ENTRIES:
If your entry has more than 2 entries please meet at another location and arrive
together. Scenic Middle School is a great place for groups to meet up.

JUDGING:

Judging will take place before the parade, so please be set up and in line by 8:00am if
you want your entry judged. All those that place will receive a ribbon to display for the
parade.

PARKING CARS THAT ARE NOT IN THE PARADE:

If you have cars that ARE NOT in the parade route, need to park on side streets...NO
PARKING AT CRATER HIGH, OR ON SIDE STREET OF 3"P. (This is reserved for
large vehicles in the parade)

TOILET FACILITIES:
Toilets are being delivered on July 3" and will be there for early morning arrivals.
Facilities will be in both staging locations.

WEATHER AND WATER:

To help avoid the heat we will be starting the parade at 9:30am. Please don't forget to
bring water for your entry team and hand misters if needed. The parade will go on rain
or shine so be prepared for anything.
