Parade Rules and Regulations 
- Please read and sign –  

 

Parade application deadline is June 30th, 2009; late entries will be accepted until July 2nd, 2009 but 
will enter at the end of the parade. 

NOT LATE ENTRIES ON JULY 4TH 

 

 Read and initial each statement 
  All parade applications are subject to acceptance by the parade committee. 
  All parade entries must be in line by 8:00 am on parade day 
  All automobiles must be driven by a licensed vehicle operator 
  All floats must have a fire extinguisher 
  Vehicles over 20 years old must have a fire extinguisher 
  Horse groups are required to provide at least one person to pick up droppings in the staging 

area and along the parade route.  The staging area must be kept clean at all times. 
  Handing out candy or objects to the crowd from a moving vehicle is ABSOLUTELY 

PROHIBITED.  Candy may be handed out by walkers ONLY, violators of this will NOT be 
asked back to the parade and will be evicted from the parade immediately. 

  Parade participants are expected to conduct themselves in a courteous manner. 
  ALL parade participants MUST pick up parade numbers on July 4th, See parade Info Sheet 
  Commercial entries – ask Chamber for COMMERCIAL REQUIREMENTS 
  NO alcoholic beverages are allowed on any parade entry at any time before or during the 

parade. 
 All entries should make every effort to display an American Flag 
 

By signing this application, I/we acknowledge that I/we have read and understand the parade rules and 

regulations that accompany this parade application.  I/we understand that any violation may result in removal 

from the parade and possible denial of entry in future parades.  The Central Point Chamber of Commerce will 

NOT be responsible for any injury, damage or loss that may occur to any person, animal, or equipment 

belonging to entrant, or which may be caused by entrant, it’s agents, servants, or employees to any other 

person or property, and entrant hereby agrees to protect, indemnify, and hold harmless the Central Point 

Chamber of Commerce, it’s agents, servants, and employees harmless from any claim or damage which may 

be asserted for loss of, or damage to, any property whatsoever, or for personal injury to or death of any person 

caused by or contributed to in any way by entrant.  Return of this signed application shall be deemed 

acceptance of this provision.

Parade Line Up Instructions 

 
LINE UP: 
Line up will be open at 7:00 am.  All entrants need to arrive between 7:00am-7:30am 
 
 
PARADE LINE UP NUMBERS AND SIGN ORDERS: 
Parade line up numbers and “made to order signs” can be picked up the day of the 
parade upon entering the parade staging area at Crater High School. 
 
 
STAGING AREAS: 
Horses will line up on the North side of Crater High School on Hazel Street.  You 
will pick up your entry number at that location.  The best way to enter this area is 
from HWY 99 into Crater High School.  This will bring you right down to the staging 
area.  Please remember if your horses leave droppings in the staging area, you must 
pick it up. 
 
 
GROUPS WITH MORE THAN 2 ENTRIES: 
If your entry has more than 2 entries please meet at another location and arrive 
together.  Scenic Middle School is a great place for groups to meet up. 
 
 
JUDGING: 
Judging will take place during the parade this year, so do your best during the 
parade.  We will announce the winners of the parade at Pfaff park at 1:00pm on the 
bandshell. 
 
 
PARKING CARS THAT ARE NOT IN THE PARADE: 
If you have cars that ARE NOT in the parade route, please park them on side streets 
(Kings Way, Windsor Way, Princess Way, etc…) 
 
 
TOILET FACILITIES: 
Toilets are being delivered on July 3rd and will be there for early morning arrivals.  
Facilities will be in both staging locations. 
 
 
WEATHER AND WATER: 
To help avoid the heat we will be starting the parade at 9:30am.  Please don’t forget 
to bring water for your entry team and hand misters if needed.  They can be 
purchased at the Dollar Tree Store.  The parade will go on rain or shine so be 
prepared for anything.
